‘Casa de Salud’.

SYNOPSIS

Mexico is a large country which lies between tropic
and temperate zones. Dense jungles spread alongside
the countless tributaries of a huge river, and villages
dot the landscape. Life in the rural areas is hard and
most of the poor villages have no doctors. Many other
problems also existed such as bad sanitary conditions,
malnutrition and high infant birth and mortality rates.

In view of these conditions, the Medical Department
of Veracruz University decided to help by dispatching
its students to 15 of these villages. Shortly thereafter,
students were seen in the villages trying to convince the
people of the importance of health, and to persuade
them to construct their own health facility: ‘Casa de
Salud (House of Health)’.

Francisco de Garay is one of the villages where the
students’ activities were being promoted. In the begin-

ning, nobody seemed to pay attention to the students. O

Fruitless as it seemed, the students nevertheless
continued their efforts until finally, a woman named
Anhera started to listen. Gradually, other women
joined in. They stood up to encourage the village to
look after its own health. Stimulated by the women’s
dynamic movement, the men joined in the construc-
tion work.

Two months later, the villagers complete construc-
tion on their white-walled ‘Casa de Salud’.

The construction of the ‘Casa de Salud’ has directed
these once ignorant people to do their own thinking
and action. Now acknowledging their own problems,
this small group of people is sure to grow into the main
driving force in upgrading the quality of life for all the
Mexican people.
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
